Anna went on to win the 0.45 on 

her second ride Blairhill Caper and was runner up to Max Laing(11), Logie and Maree in the 0.60. 

Max then rode Popadom to a speedy win at 0.80 just ahead of Kirsten Kortland, Inverness with 

Harley. Kirsten had a lovely double clear to win the 0.90 with Pauline Wickens, Birnie on Bugsy  and 

Juno Laing(13), Logie with Penny  third. Both Max and Kirsten qualified for the Black Isle Show Finals 

in August at 0.80 and 0.90 respectively. Morgan Gray, Newtonmore with Krug completed the day 

with superb rounds at 1.10 and 1.20. Morgan is soon to be heading south to compete in a 4* event in 

England.
